Commentary

Comments shall  not exceed 1,200 words, excluding references. The aim of the study should be presented in the end of the introductory paragraphs. Subtitles are allowed for better organization of the text.
Commentaries are short articles strictly focused, commissioned by the Journal. Typically they are not subjected to peer review. They can be presented in two ways:

1. The first aims to highlight one or more research articles, exciting and recently published clinical trials. Should seek to discuss specific issues within a subject area and explain the clinical implications of the article to point out the new findings in context. Opinions are welcome since based on facts.

2. The second form is more editorial in nature and covers an aspect of an issue that is relevant to the journal's scope. Examples of this type of Commentary could be a discussion of the impact of new technology on research and treatment, or a discussion of changes in peer review or grant application procedures and their effect on research. 
By their nature, the second form of Commentary is less frequent. Commentaries are usually commissioned from recognized experts in a particular field, and authors are asked to provide a balanced overview of the field, to cover only work that has been published (or is still in press at the time of writing) or a small collection studies on the issue, and not to discuss and cite primarily their own work or that of their close colleagues.

Subtitle level 1

At the first level, the subtitle is highlighted in italics.

Subtitle level 2

On the second level, the subtitle is highlighted just underlined. They should not be used more levels beyond.
